he Chechen Republic is located in the north-eastern

part of the Caucasus. It occupies both northern slopes
of the Big Caucasus and adjoining steppes and plains. Its
area amounts 16.1 thousand kilometers. The population
is 1,444,336 residents (as of June 1, 2018).
In the West the Chechen Republic verges on Ingushetia,
Northern Ossetia, in the north — on Stavropol Krai, in
the east — on Dagestan, in the south — on Georgia. The
capital of the Chechen Republic is the city of Grozny
populated with 300,000 residents. The distance from
Grozny to Moscow is 2007 kilometers.

The Chechen republic is traditionally multinational
republic. The native nationality is Chechen. During several
centuries Russians, Ingushes, Kumyks, Armenians,
Nogays, Tersky, Sunzhensky and Grebensky Cossacks,
representatives of many other peoples had been living
with Chechens in the territory of Republic. In 2002,
according to data of the Russian Federation population
census, representatives of 96 nationalities lived in the
Chechen Republic.

Chechen is polyethnic people; representatives of many
Caucasian and European nations had mixed with it.
Mentions of the first state formations in the Chechen
Republic territory are dating from the end of the early
Middle Ages (the 19th — the 20th centuries).

In the 16th-18th centuries, historical documents noted
presence of large feudal principalities — Okotsky and
Chechen possessions — in the Chechen land. At the end
of the 18th century, in 1785-1791, sheikh Mansur tried
to establish united highland state with the center in the
territory of the present Chechen Republic.

In the beginning of 1840s, the united Chechen and
Dagestan state has formed. It was Shamil’s imamat
which had existed up to the final conquest of Caucasus
by Russia in 1859.

After completion of Civil war, on January 20, 1921
the Highland Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic was
formed in the North Caucasus.

The Chechen Autonomous Region was formed on
November 30, 1922 by the decree of All-Union central

executive committee of RSFSR. In 1934, the Chechen
and Ingush autonomous regions were combined together
to form the Chechen-Ingush Autonomous Region.
On December 5, 1936 it became the Chechen-Ingush
Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic.

On February 23, 1944 the Chechen-Ingush ASSR was
eliminated because of deportation of Chechen and Ingush
peoples to Kazakhstan and Central Asia.

On January 9, 1957 the Chechen-Ingush ASSR has
been restored.

There are 15 municipal districts, 3 urban districts
(Grozny, Gudermes, Argun), 2 urban settlements (Urus-
Martan, Shali), and 218 rural settlements in the Chechen
Republic. The capital is the city of Grozny.

The Chechen Republic belongs to the North Caucasus
Federal District.

The Chechen Republic has a favorable geographic
position. Its territory is crossed by the significant
Transcaucasus Railway and R-217 highway (also known
as the Caucasus highway) which connect the North
Caucasian areas with the entire Caucasus and CIS
countries. Extent of firm covered highways is about
3,000 kilometers. The largest airport in The North
Caucasus — Grozny Severny — is restored. The air
communication with Russian regions and several foreign
countries has been resumed since March, 2007. Since
November, 2009, the airport of Grozny has been given
an international status.

Though its area is rather small, the Chechen republic
is remarkable in variety of environment. Fertile plains
gradually turn into northern part landscapes reminding
hot deserts of Central Asia. In the south there is an
empire of eternal snows and ice stretches. The republic
is rich in valuable breeds of woods, subalpine and alpine
meadows.

There are large stocks of hydrocarbon primary
products (oil and gas), mineral building materials and
other minerals.

As a result of well-known developments of 1991-
2000, economy, culture, social infrastructure, cities and

many settlements of republic have been exposed to full
or partial destruction. Today building and restoration
works accomplished within the framework of the federal
special-purpose programs “Restoration of Economy and
Social Field of the Chechen Republic (for 2002 and the
Next Years)” and “Social and Economic Development
of the Chechen Republic in 2008-2012” are practically
completed. Also the government of the republic has
taken unprecedented measures to restore destroyed
objects with the purpose of prompt abolition of military
actions signs.

Along with rebuilding of destroyed buildings
construction of new objects was actively conducted.
Later these objects had become points of interest of the
modern republic. They undoubtedly includes the central
A. A. Kadyrov mosque constructed in 2008 (famous as
the Heart of Chechnya, it became the genuine symbol
of revival of the republic), the Grozny-City high-rise
building complex that consolidates up-to-date business
centers harmoniously blended with architectural aspect
of the central part of Grozny, one of the most modern
Russian stadiums Akhmat-Arena with a capacity of
30,000 spectators and tens of parks and public gardens
decorated with landscape products. Together they turned
Grozny into one of the most beautiful cities in the North
Caucasus.

The grand opening of the Aimany Kadyrova Mosque
took place in May, 2014 in Argun. Whereas the famous
Heart of Chechnya is considered to be the biggest
mosque in Russia, the mosque in Argun impresses
with its architecture. The interesting high-tech building
accommodates approximately 15,000 believers. The
mosque is constructed in compliance with Islamic canons;
three 60-meter high minarets rise above its cupola. Cupola
is embellished with engraved names of Allah.

Today the Chechen Republic is one of the most
dynamically developing Russian regions. There are
positive dynamics of practically all activities of social
and economic development of the Chechen Republic in
recent years.

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THE INDUSTRY

Before 1991, the Chechen Republic was the most
developed region in the North Caucasus. The industry
was the leading branch of national economy of the
Chechen Republic. It provided two-thirds of the whole
gross output manufactured in the republic.

Output turned out by republican enterprises exported
to scores of foreign countries. For-the first time in
the USSR manufacture of machinery, the equipment,
deviees and instruments of 115 appellations has been
mastered, including 43 appellations first mastered in
global practice.

Up to 1991, the industry of the Chechen Republic
had stable manufacture increase. It also had held one of
the leading places in output and production importance
among the North Caucasus regions.

In 1990, twelve integrated branches in republican
industrial sector have been represented with different
extent of completeness.

Grozny is the oldest oil base at territory of the
Russian Federation. It is already over 100 years. Home-
made oil extraction had been already conducted at the
Chechen territory in the first half of the 19th century.
Towards the end of the century, the commercial oil

extraction had begun. By the beginning of the 20th
century, Grozny became an important center of Russian
petroleum industry and world famous manufacturer of
kerosene, gasoline and aviation oils.

Holding the second place on oil-extraction in former
Soviet Union, in 1930s the Chechen Republic had
already become the most developed republic in the
North Caucasus. Its oil refineries had produced over
50 percent of Soviet gasoline-and-many other products.
The republic played an important part in consolidating
economic and military power of the country, in its
industrialization.

Machine building enterprises of republic produced
unique powerful units for cementing of oil well and
hydro-burst of oil layers; boring pumps; gushing fittings
of a high pressure; compound devices for oil-processing
and chemical industry; tractor trailers; motor-garage
equipment; dish-washing appliances and conveying
devices for enterprises of food-processing industry;
electric and photographic rotary machines and copiers;
radio receivers; medical tool; precision instruments and
means of automatic machinery.

Light industry enterprises, engineering enterprises,
timber industry enterprises and f[urniture factories,
healthcare industry enterprises, and many others
currently function or being restored. This fact promotes
increasing in republic’s investment appeal.

So, 17 engineering industry, timber industry and
healthcare industry enterprises have been restored within
the frameworks of the special-purpose program “Social
and Economic Development of the Chechen Republic
in 2008-2012”. Among them there are State Unitary
Enterprise “Transmah”, Grozny electromechanical
works, State Unitary Enterprise “Pishemash” in
Argun, State Unitary Enterprise “Medinstrument” in
Gudermes, State Unitary Enterprise “Orgtechnika”,
the Building and Assembly Board of Ministry of
Industry, Experimental Plant of the Ministry of

Industry, State Unitary Enterprise “Spetsautomatika”,
the Druzhba carton factory, State Unitary Enterprise
“Promautomatika”. The next enterprises have begun
their work since the beginning of 2016:

— State Unitary Enterprise “The Chechen Generation
Company” — 6,991,300 rubles;

— State Unitary Enterprise “Serlo” — 5,175,300
rubles;

— State Unitary Enterprise Grozny Machinebuilding
Factory “Krasni molot” — 507,400 rubles;

— State Unitary Enterprise “Minprom’s Pilot
Plant” — 1,546,700 rubles.

— State Unitary Enterprise “Geothermal Waters”
hasn’t been reconstructed.

— State Unitary Enterprise “Grozny electric repair
plant” has been affiliated to State Unitary Enterprise
“Grozny electromechanical plant”.

To fulfill the import substitution plan, the first
stage of project of limited liability company “Energia
Plus” — creation of the metering device manufacture
— was implemented. In 2016, PAO “Interregional

million rubles.

0JSC “Chechenneftehimprom” launched the first
stage of the investment project which has no parallel
in Russia — ESS manufacture with a capacity of 30
megawatt-hours per year. Construction of a LIB
manufacture with a capacity of 125 megawatt-hours per
year is planned in 2017.

Enterprises—which were restored have already
begun-producing over 340 kinds of goods and services.
Production of new products — car component, medical
tools, oilfield equipment, elevator component parts,
electrotechnical products, etc. — has been established.
Production of spares and well servicing by the
Orgtechnika plant are planned. It is also noteworthy
that approximately 300 additional workplaces were
created in the current year. As a result of industrial
enterprises’ commissioning within the frameworks
of the federal special-purpose programs, there is a
sustainable positive dynamics in manufacturing sector.

Plans for further product differentiation and
increase in output relate to necessity of realization
of medium-term and long-term modernization
programs for existing production facilities. These
programs propose to allocate the maximum
possible resources for reforming and expansion of
manufacturing facilities and providing of transition
to sustainable innovation development. The
subsequent industrial enterprises’ development
will be promoted by measures of the government
program of the Chechen Republic “Development
of Industry and Power and Increasing in Energy
Efficiency in 2014-2020” and the Strategy of social
and economy development of North Caucasian
Federal District up to 2025. The Strategy provides
modernization of industrial enterprises and
development of branches which are new to the

republican industrial system (automotive industry,
light industry, instrumentation and power).

In 2008, Lada Priora assembly plant was launched
in Argun by Chechenauto OJSC and AvtoVAZ
PJSC. The automotive components manufacturing
is also planned to be set up at some enterprises of
the Ministry of Industry and Power of the Chechen
Republic soon. Since December 2015, Lada Granta
assembly plant has been launched.

Works on creation of own electricity generating
capacities are conducted in the republic. Within
the frameworks of the Strategy of the social and
economic development of North Caucasian Federal
District up to 2025, realization of the investment
projects in the electricity generation area has been
started. These projects include “The Construction of
Grozny Thermal Power Plant” (with an electricity
capacity of 340 MW) and “The Construction of the
First Line of Series of Hydroelectric Power Plants
on the Argun River” (Tchiri-Yurt hydroelectric
power plant with 27 MW capacity; Duba-Yurt

hydroelectric power plant with 40 MW capacity;
the Promyshlenny canal 5.6 MW capacity) with
72.6 MW capacity.

Projects on construction of two small hydroelectric
power stations — Kokadoy station on the Argun
River with capacity of 1.3 MW and Kirov station
on the Sunzha River with capacity of 0.5 MW -
were implemented to develop industry and energetics
in the republic. State Unitary Enterprise “The
Chechen Generation Company” plans to increase
in electricity output due to multistage construction
and launch of small hydroelectric. power stations on
the Argun River. Small hydroelectric power stations
“Ushkaloy”, “Glukhoy” and “Satellite” have already
been designed. It is planned to raise private money
for construction.

Problems of industrial development of the Chechen
Republic will be solved throughout the steps which
are provided by the corresponding subprogrammes
of the government programme. The goals of the
programme are to:

— create a competitive sustainable and structural
balanced self-developing industry which is able to
create high technologies and aims at forming of a
new markets;

— organize the effective management system
for industry, power and energy efficiency in the
Chechen Republic.

Of late years the Russian Federation has gained
positive experience of creation of-the-special economic
zones ol industrial and production type in several
regions ol the country. Inasmuch as regions ol the
North Caucasian Federal District have signilicant
investment potential (provided by favorable geographic
position, developing industry resources, shipping
infrastructure, highly qualified labor resources) and
the priority investment projects which are planned to
realize in intermediate term, the Ministry of Industry
and Power of the Chechen Republic has recently
initiated elaboration and realization of co-project to
create the special economic zone (SEZ) ol industrial
and production type in the territories of Stavropol Krai,
the Karachay-Cherkess Republic and the Chechen
Republic. The assumed specialization of SEZ in the
territoty of the Chechen Republic is the automotive
industry.

AGRO-INDUSTRIAL COMPLEX

The agro-industrial complex is one of the leading
sectors of the republican economy. Before the
developments of 1990s, the agriculture of republic
specialized on fruit, grapes and vegetable manufacturing;
besides grain-crops, rice and sunflower have been
cultivated. Cattle-breeding, finefleeced sheep breeding,
pig raising and poultry farming has been developed as
well.

The general land area of the Chechen Republic
amounts 1,613,900 hectares, including 997,600 hectares

of agricultural areas. 348,500 hectares of agricultural
areas are occupied by arable lands.

There are currently over 113 agricultural
enterprises, 5473 collective farms and about 216
thousand personal subsidiary plots in agro-industrial
complex of the Chechen Republic.

Processing of agricultural products, restoration and
development of hydroeconomic sector and melioration
of agricultural holdings-are.included into priority areas
of the agro-industrial complex.

On condition of timely financing, the agro-industrial
complex of the Chechen Republic is capable to provide
the republican population with nonpolluting competitive
food stuff and to create tens of thousands of new
workplaces for the brief period.

To accomplish these tasks, the government
program “Development of the Agriculture and
Regulation of Markets of Agricultural Products,
Raw Materials and Food in the Chechen Republic
for 2014-2020” is being realized. It includes 17
subprograms.

The predicted volume of program’s financing
amounts to 35832.0 million rubles, including
4732.1 million rubles from the federal budget,
5856.5 million rubles from the republican budget,
94.5 million from local budget and 25148.9 million
rubles from offbudget investments.

In 2017, funding of state program amounted
to 24,001 million rubles, including 4,022.2 million
rubles from federal budget, 770.6 million rubles
from republican budget, 0.5 million rubles from
municipal funds and 19,208.1 million rubles from
extra budgetary resources.

Besides, 16 investment projects with a total value
of over 7,436.1 million rubles (591 workplaces)
were implemented in agro-industrial field, including:

« construction of the second turn of greenhouse
complex in 20 hectares (Zvenievaya Str., state
farm Rodina, Grozny, Leninsky District, the
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Chechen Republic) with a capacity of 10,000 tons
of tomatoes per year (project’s general cost —
3,859.2 million rubles, 200 workplaces);

+ construction of a greenhouse complex in 8.9
hectares (Alkhan-Yurt village, Leninsky District, the
Chechen Republic) with a capacity of 5,476.25 tons
of cucumbers and 1,711.369 tons of tomatoes per
year (project’s general cost — 2,344.2 million rubles,
179 workplaces);

« construction of a fruit store with a capacity
of 6,500 tons — Rodina LLC, Grozny, Leninsky
District, the Chechen Republic (project’s general
cost — 425.7 million rubles, 20 workplaces);

+ construction of a sheep-breeding complex
for 15,000 ewes — Nashi Gory LLC, Makazhoy
Village, Vedensky District (total investments
amount — 120 million rubles, 120 workplaces).

64 agroindustrial investment projects (general
cost — 16024.2 million rubles) are being
implemented right now. Of these, the largest are:

+ construction of a hi-tech greenhouse complex
in Gikalo village, StroyMax LLC (project’s general
cost — 4.9 billion rubles, 300 workplaces);

PLANT-GROWING

Natural and climatic conditions of republic allow to
raise practically all of the kinds of agricultural crops. The
most actual and long-range are the vegetable growing,
viniculture, gardening, beet growing, producing of
olive cultures, tobacco-growing. Extending of sugar
beet plantations from 3 thousand hectares up to 8-10
thousand hectares, vegetable plantations — up to 5-6
thousand hectares, vineyards — up to 8-10 thousand
hectares, gardens — up to 5-6 thousand hectares will
allow to provide reconstructed processing enterprises
with enough of raw material.

Grain production currently prevails in plant-
growing. In 2017, harvested crop amounted to 424.1
thousand tons of grain — a 10-year record.

STOCK-BREEDING

In the end of 1090s, 187,000 head of cattle and
792,000 head of sheeprand goats were kept in the
agricultural enterprises of the republic. Today the
livestock amounts 8,425 head of cattle and 21,846
head of sheep and goats.

The stock-breeding of republic had fallen into
decay as a result of the known developments. In
comparison with 1991, the livestock reduced for
172,900 head of cattle and 748,200 head of sheep
and goats. The number of cattle in farms of all

patterns of ownership currently amounts about 243.8
thousand head, the number of sheep and goats —
over 258.6 thousand head.

The republican pedigree base of stock-breeding
had been completely lost during the post-Soviet
period. The most worth-while enterprises are the
enterprises of poultry farming, cattle-raising and
sheep breeding. Potential opportunities of the
branch are enormous due to existence of industrial
base, grasslands in steppe and mountain zones of
the republic-and possibility to use irrigated lands
for forage producing.

Development of plant-growing and stock-breeding
in the Chechen Republic will allow to considerably
increase amount of food and processing products.
It will also enable to create new workplaces.

BUILDING INDUSTRY-AND

Before the beginning of military operations in the
Chechen Republic, the building industry structure
included over 30 enterprises and organizations located in
Grozny, Argun, Gudermes and Shali. Over 10 thousand
people  had  been
working there.

As the industry
of building materials
possesses  significant
potential,  restoration
process which is carried
out in the republic
allows to predict full
revival of branch.

The Chechen
Republic  has prac-
tically  inexhaustible
deposits of limestone
which qualitative
characteristics let use
it as a facing material.

Extracting of clay,
sand, rubble, building
) stone, ashlar stone,
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cement components, dolomite, plaster, copper, and
semi-metals are in interest in prospect. Quartz sand
suitable for glass manufacture, brick-tile, bleaching
clays and potter clay are also available.

The building materials industry is currently
represented by the next enterprises: Joint Stock
Company “Chechentsement” (Chiri-Yurt cement
plant); ferroconcrete items factories — State Unitary
Enterprise  “Groznensky ferroconcrete elements
factory”, State Unitary Enterprise “Argunsky
ferroconcrete Items factory”, State Unitary Enterprise
“Argunsky building materials -and building industry
center”, State Unitary Enterprise “Groznensky
ferroconcrete Items Factory”; inert materials
plants — State Unitary Enterprise “Stimul”, quarry
enterprise of the Ministry of Highway Construction
of the Chechen Republic, Chervlensky mining plant
administration in Shelkovskoy district with a capacity
of 600,000 cubic meters per year, Groznensky
brickyard with a capacity of 30 million conditional
bricks per year. Brickworks of various departments
are also function.

Annual capacity of manufacture of building
materials amounts 95,000 cubic meters of modular
ferro-concrete structures, 112,000 cubic meters of
ferro-concrete products, 64,000 square meters of joiner
products, 137,000 cubic meters of commodity concrete
and solution, 6 thousand tons of metal structures, 500
thousand cubic meters of sand, 1196 thousand cubic
meters of rubble, 70 thousand tons of asphaltconcrete,
90,000,000 conditional bricks, 8 thousand tonnes of
plaster, 10 thousand tonnes of exhaust.

Prominent investment project — the modular
brickyard in Grozny with a capacity of 60 million
conditional bricks per year — was successfully
realized. The Kazbek technology park in Chiri-Yurt
village (aerocrete, dry building blends, etc.) is being
launched.

Forpromotion of competitive capacity of output,
the arrangements for decrease in energy intensity
are conducted.

BUILDING COMPLEX

The building complex of republic unites
about 1,300 contract organizations, enterprises
of industry of building materials and structures,
design, research and other enterprises of various
patterns of ownership.

The largest enterprises of building complex
are: State Unitary Enterprise “The E. E. Ismailov
Chechen  construction — administration  (awarded
by the Order of Friendship of Peoples)”, LLC
“ART”, LLC “Megastroyinvest”, LLC “Kazbek”,
LLC “Stroymontazh”, LLC “Chechenplast”, PJSC
“Construction cooperative Chechenstroy”. Almost every
construction organization is a member of the Alliance
Nonprofit Partnership of Self-regulating Organization of
Interregional Constructors' Union.

The republican building complex was one of leaders
in the North Caucasus. The largest oil processing
plants in Russia’s south and almost all basic industrial
and social objects were constructed by its strengths.

The process of branch’s revival is currently
going on.

Within its framework, it is planned to support about
9,900 subjects of small and medium-sized business
and help 1,200 persons to start their own business.

THE CHEGEmENgGREPUBLIC

SCIENCE, CULTURE,
EDUCATION

The Chechen Republic made significant progress
in development of a science, education and culture.

Various economic and humanitarian problems are
researched by scientists of the Academy of Sciences
of the Chechen Republic; sectoral scientific research
institutes, the Chechen Institute of Complex Researches
of the Russian Academy of Sciences, scientific research
stations are also working. Active work on preparation
of the first Chechen encyclopedia, including history
of the Chechen Republic from ancient times up to
now and solution of important humanitarian problems,
are going on. Thousands of highly qualified experts
are graduated from one of the oldest higher schools
of Russia — M. D. Millionshchikov Grozny State
Oil and Technical University. The Chechen State
University, the Chechen State Pedagogical Univercity
and the secondary special educational establishments
make valuable contribution to preparation of qualified
personnel. There are 477 basic educational institutions
and 267,150 students in the Chechen Republic (as of
January 1, 2018).

The Chechen Republic and Chechen themes
had played an important part in Russian realistic
literature. Lev Tolstoy had found his popularity
here. The events that had taken place in the
Chechen Republic formed the basis of famous
Caucasian literary works such as Khadzhi-Murat,
Cossacks, The Caucasian Captive, The Raid, and
The Wood-Felling. Here he had found images of
true kunaks, Chechens Sado and Balt. His Russian
notes of two songs marked the beginning of
translation of the Chechen folklore into Russian.
Many poems by Mikhail Lermontov were written
in the Chechen Republic and about it; Alexander
Griboedov and others had also come here.

In the middle of the 19th century, P. Z.
Zakharov painted his glorious canvas in Moscow
and Petersburg. Zakharov signed his works as the
Chechen artist.

General  Alexander
Chechensky was the
intimate friend of Denis
Davydov and the hero
of Patriotic war of 1812.

So, communications
and mutual influence of
Russian and Chechen
cultures had go stronger
already two centuries
ago.
Names of Chechen
literature classics —
S. Baduev, M. Mama-

kaev, H. Oshaev, A.
Hamidov, M. Sulaev,
S. Arsanov — are

currently well known
both in republic and
beyond its limits.

The performer of folk dances, a star of Russian
variety, the Hero of Socialist Labour, and the
People’s Artist of the USSR, Russia, Kirghizia and
many republics of Russian Federation Makhmud
Esambaev glorified the Chechen choreography all
over the world.

Creative groups of the Chechen State
Philarmonic Society, Vaynakh Dance Ensemble,
the H. Nuradilov Chechen State Drama Theatre
and many other creative associations are rather
popular.

Names of the Chechen culture representati-
ves — People’s and Honoured Artists V. Dagaev;
Sh. Edilsultanov, D. Osmaev, M. Dudaev, N. Had-
zhieva — are well-known far outside the Chechen
Republic.

TOURISM AND RECREATIONAL
COMPLEX

The nature has generously endowed the Chechen
Republic. Five climatic zones — from semideserts to
snow mountain tops which are rising at a height
of 4,000 meters above sea level — are adjoin here.
The Chechen Republic has all-necessary resources
for various kinds ol the excursion and cognitive,
historical and cultural and mixed tourism.

The European travelers, who had visited the
Chechen Republic, had a reason to call it the
Caucasian Switzerland.

Unique landscapes, the richest large forests, the
numerous rivers, high-mountainous lakes, historical,
architectural and cultural monuments located in
mountain and high-mountain parts of the republic
create all necessary preconditions for tourism and
recreation development.

Restoration of tourism in the Chechen Republic is
the actual necessity both for the republic and for the
entire tourist complex of Russia’s south.

Before dissolution of the USSR, two All-Union
tourist routes passed through the Chechen territory.

Taking into account the existing potential for the
development of tourism, the development of this sector is
determined by one of the priority directions of the social
and economic development of the Chechen Republic.

The sports and tourist complex «Kezenoy-Am» was
created on the shore of the high mountain lake Kezenoy-
Am. The complex is represented by a hotel with 62
rooms, 14 family cottages and sports and cultural
facilities. Further development of this project is planned.

Another project — the creation of sports, recreational
and tourist complex “Groznenskoye More” (“The
Sea of Grozny”) — is being implemented right now.
A shell-shaped dolphinarium, the unique facility for
the entire North Caucasian Federal District was built
on the shore of the Chernorechensky reservoir. A
floating restaurant is under construction,
separate beaches for men and women of
2.5 hectares each have beenalready built.
The main decoration of the project is a
unique light and music fountain.

The project of construction of all-season
tourist-recreational complex «Veduchi» is
also being implemented. The resort will
have an extensive tourist infrastructure:
15 ski slopes with a length of 15.5 km,
8 lifts, a hotel complex and a chalet
settlement, service centers, a ski school,
rental and service points, restaurants and
cafes. Conditions for active recreation and
sports will be created.

Due to a «certain investments, the
Chechen Republic has a chance to become
the center of tourism and leisure.

THE CHEGEmENgGREPUBLIC

FINANCIAL SECTOR

Lately the network of banking establishments
has been formed in republic. Subdivisions of
banking  estab-lishments  (additional offices)
work practically in all areas. It allowed to create
favorable conditions for revival of civilized financial
and credit relations in the republic.

In 2018, the banking sector of the Chechen
Republic is represented by four institutions of non-
regional credit organizations: the Chechen regional
branch of JSC “Rosselkhozbank”, the Chechen
branch No. 8643 of PJSC “Sberbank of Russia”,
the Chechen branch of PJSC AKB “Svyaz-Bank”,
PJSC “Moscow Industrial Bank” in Grozny and
1 representative office of the credit organization
"Setlem -Bank” LLC.

There are operational offices of JSC VTB Bank,
SKRU of OJSC “Moscow Industrial Bank”, credit
and cash offices of the Invest-Soyuz branch of
“Creditinvest”. Also, there are 5 units of the field
offices of the Bank of Russia.

The total number of internal structural divisions
of banking services in the republic is 47 units —
3.26 units of banking institutions per 100,000
people.

Because of stabilization of political situation and
annual positive dynamics of social and economic
position, the business-activity of the republican
population has gratly increased. Thus the acute
shortage of finances for crediting population and
national economy branches is felt. The assortment
of services is limited over lack of competitiveness in
banking sector. As the rates of social and economic
development are constantly increasing, this sector
is the most profitable for investments.

Realization of the priority business initiatives
promotes creation of favorable investment cir-
cumstances.

The first initiative is application of the
Standard of activity of executive government of the
Chechen Republic to provide favorable investment
climate in the region.

The Standard™ was approved in 2014; the
Investment Web Portal (www.investchechnya.ru)
and the Investment Card of the Chechen Republic
(www.investmap95.ru) were developed within its
frameworks.

The Government of the Chechen Republic
approved the Regulations of investment projects’
support provided by the single-window system.
[t also established the estimation procedure for
the governing action and expertise for bills of the
Chechen Republic and draft orders of the Head of the
Chechen Republic, the Government of the Chechen
Republic and executives of the Chechen Republic
concerning government control of investment
activity, investors’ support and requirements for
permission to realize the investment activity.

The investment strategy of the region, investment
declaration and plan of investment and infrastructure
objects’ creation were confirmed as well.

The second initiative is continuation of works
on creation of the investment platforms provided
with a necessary infrastructure.

The special economic zone of tourist and
recreation type has been already established in
the territory of the Chechen Republic; the Kazbek
innovation construction science park is being
constructed. For this purpose, the Law of the
Chechen Republuc “About Industrial Parks in the
Chechen Republic” has been ratified.

The third initiative is reduction of some
procedures and optimization of conciliation process
during realization of investment projects.

The fourth initiative is creation of new
mechanisms of private equity attraction — a public-
private partnership.

The realization of public-private partnership
projects in the Chechen Republic is carried out in
accordance with'theprovisions of Federal Law no. 224-
FZ of July 13, 2015 “On Public-Private Partnership,
Municipal-Private  Partnership in the Russian
Federation and Amendments to Certain Legislative
Acts of the Russian Federation” and Federal Law no.
115-FZ of July 21, 2005 “On concession agreements”,
which formally establish financial and property forms
of participation of the Chechen Republic in public-
private partnership projects.

Mechanisms of these legal acts allow to attract
a private investor with guarantees and preferences,
including the invariability of the main parameters,
the possibility of obtaining a land plot (forest plot,
water plot etc.) without bidding for the purposes
of implementing the public-private partnership
agreement (municipal-private partnership), and
the possibility of co-financing the project at the
expense of budgetary funds and the transfer to the
public side of individual risk.

At the same time, the distribution of risks and
responsibilities between partners is carried out
by attracting a private investor not only to the
creation of the facility, but also to its subsequent
operation and (or) maintenance.

The fifth initiative is a special work with
municipal districts needing additional incentives to
attract investments.

The Government of the Chechen Republic con-
sidered priorities of economy development and
made up the the portiolio of 72 priority projects

(total amount of investments — 280.061 billion
rubles).

Realizing of these projects will provide over
20,000 people with workplaces. It also allows to use
resource potential of the Republic with application
of up-to-date technologies.

The chief goal of the investment policy for
immediate prospects is to turn the Chechen Republic
into investable and trustworthy territory where new
life standards could be created. Our republic can be
an example for other regions of Russia.

CREATION OF SPECIAL
ECONOMIC ZONES

1. VEDUCHI SEZ in the territory of Itum-
Kalinsky municipal district.

The special economic zone of tourist and
recreation type was established in the-territory
of Ttum-Kalinsky=—municipal district of the
Chechen Republic (where the investment project
“Construction of the Veduchi all-season ski resort”
is being realized) to attract investments, improve
the investment climate and create new competitive
and effective fields of industry and services.

According to the law of the Russian Federation
and the Chechen Republic, the SEZ status provides
the regime of preferential taxation.

2. SEZ in the territory of Sunzhensky
municipal district.

Creation of SEZ the territory of Sunzhensky
municipal district of the Chechen Republic is
determined by presence of the Sernovodsk-Kav-
kazsky sanatorium. The Sernovodsk-Kavkazsky
resort is located on southern slope of Sunzhesky
ridge near Sernovodsk railway station (50
kilometers from Grozny, 12 kilometers from
Stanitsa Ordzhonikidzevskaya, 3 kilometers from
Stanitsa Sernovodskaya), the Chechen Republic at
a height of 310 meters above sea level. Resort can
currently receive up to 250 visitors at the same
time. Capacity of the complex amounts to 250
beds. The chiel strategic goals of the project are
expansion and restoration of the famous resort.

3. The Caucasus SEZ

Creation of special economic zone of port type
“The Caucasus” provides intense development
of the airport complex “Grozny (Severny)” and

increasing in social welfare of population of the
Chechen Republic as a result of this development.

Port type SEZ will be located in the territory of
Leninsky District, Grozny, the Chechen Republic

The main groups of projects that are planned
to be established in the territory of estimated SEZ
are:

I."Organization of terminal, logistic and storage
complexes.

2. Creation of enterprises accomplishing plain
assembling of household appliances and electronics.

3. Creation of assorting, wrapping and packing
production lines for food products.

4. Creation of facilities for aircrafts’ maintenance
and repair.

5.Rendering of supporting services (office spaces’
construction and leasing, handling, forwarding,
consulting and legal services, maintenance of
energy objects, electrical grids and heating systems
in the territory of SEZ).

4. SEZ of industrial and production type
in Argun.

Special economic zone is created for the purpose
of construction and commissioning of production
facilities for vehicle assemblage and automotive
components production.

[t is proposed to include land plots of industrial
zone in Argun which square is fewer than 200
hectares (including plots for the main potential
residents of SEZ in the territory of the Chechen
Republic who have already revealed themselves)
into lot lines of SEZ:

— Yug Auto LLC. — 142.4 hectares;

— Chechenauto OJSC — 18.4 hectares;

— remains — under 39.2 hectares, including the
territory of Heat and Power Plant # 4 in Argun —
7.85 hectares.

THE CHE'GHEENgGREPUBLIC

It is proposed to delimit SEZ in the territories
of the Karachay-Cherkess Republic and Stavropol
Krai taking into account the location of compa-
nies — the main potential residents of SEZ in these
federal subjects — DERWAYS LLC. (Cherkessk)
and Stavropol Auto Limited Liability Company
(Mikhailovsk, Shpakovsky municipal district).

The next companies are currently considered to
be the main potential residents of estimated SEZ:

1) Yug Auto LLC. It is planned to establish
the project of creation ~of .incomplete vehicle
manufacture with a capacity of 200,000 vehicles
per year. The project’s cost — 6,5 billion rubles.

2) Chechenauto OJSC — the active automotive
manufacture with a capacity of 50,000 vehicles
per year. It is also planned to establish investment
projects:

— “Development of Automotive Manufacture in
the Chechen Republic”. The project presupposes
construction of welding shop, coloration shop and
reconstruction of the central logistic warehouse.
The projected capacity — 100,000 vehicles per
year. The total project’s cost — 10229.498 million
rubles.

— “Construction of Automotive Components
Manufacture”. The projected capacity — 250,000
automotive components per year (up to 60 products).
The total project’s cost — 2373.74 million rubles.

ACHKHOY-MARTANOVSKY MUNICIPAL DISTRICT

The territory and the population
Achkhoy-Martanovsky municipal district is situated in the western part of the
Chechen Republic. It verges on Sunzhensky district in the northwest, on Groznensky
district in the northeast, on Shatoysky and Itum-Kalinsky districts in the south, and
on Republic of Ingushetia in the southwest. The district’s area is 122,500 hectares.
The administrative center of the district is the rural locality Achkhoy-Martan located
51 kilometers away from the capital of the republic, the city of Grozny. Achkhoy-
Martanovsky district includes 12 municipal formations — rural settlements. There
are 12 inhabited localities in rural settlements. The district’s population averages
amounts to 88,453 residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
The territory of Achkhoy-Martanovsky district has strongly pronounced agricultural
bias in its economics. The agricultural grounds include 62,297 hectares (arable
lands — 19,878 hectares, grasslands and hayfields — 40,952 hectares).
Grain crops production, dairy and meat industry are of primary importance
for agriculture. 10 state farms operate in the agricultural complex of Achkhoy-
Martanovsky district. There are also 100 collective farms, including 22 stock
breeding farms, and 26 small-scale enterprises. There are 8,108 head of cattle and
5,741 head of sheep in all types of farms. The industrial sector of the district includes
forestry “Achkhoy-Martanovsky” (the total area of woods — 15,900 hectares) , State
Unitary Enterprise «Samashkinsky Cannery», State Unitary Enterprise “Pedigree
Reproductor, “Achkhoy-Martan broiler plant”, “Teplostroyproekt” LLC, furniture
factory “Modern”.

The natural resources
Assa, Fortanga, Sunzha, Nittkhoy, Achkhoy and Shalazhi Rivers flow through the
district’s territory. The northern territories of Achkhoy-Martanovsky district are
located in the area of hydrocarbon raw materials’ distribution. 4 building materials
deposits have been currently explored in the territory of the district, including 3
deposits of unapproved reserves and 1 deposit of approved stocks (brick and tile
raw and dolomites). There is also spring water.

The territory and the population
Vedensky municipal district is situated in the southeastern part of the Chechen Republic;
its territory generally consists of spurs of Black mountains covered with dense woods and
the part of the Big Caucasian Ridge. It verges on Nozhay-Yurtovsky district in the east
and in the north, Shalinsky district in the north and in the west, on Shatoysky district
in the west, and on Sharoysky district and the Republic of Dagestan in the south. The
district’s area is 93,600 hectares. The administrative center of the district is the rural
locality of Vedeno located 65 kilometers away from the capital of the republic, the city of
Grozny. Vedensky district includes 19 municipal formations — rural settlements. There are
51 inhabited localities in rural settlements. The district’s population amounts to 39,909
residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
Agricultural manufacture had always been the basis of district’s-economy. The population
had generally been busy with farming, cattle-breeding, vegetable growing and gardening.
The area of regional agricultural grounds numbers 43,190 hectares (grasslands and
hayfields — 38,7 %, arable lands — 3,900 hectares). Tha agricultural sector of Vecensky
municipal district is represented by 5 state farms (State Unitary Enterprise “Vedeno
State Farm”, State Unitary Enterprise “Ordzhonikidzevsky State Farm”, State Unitary
Enterprise “State Farm of 22nd Congress”, State Unitary Enterprise “Kirov State Farm”,
State Unitary Enterprise “Progress State Farm”) and 108 collective farms. There are
11,900 head of cattle and 5,800 head of sheep in all types of farms.
Belfore the known developments, 8 small-scale enterprises had functioned in the district
— the regional department of Selkhoztehnika, mechanized agriculture, inter-farm forestry
(now called “Selles”), the 4th department of sewing association, the district food complex,
bread-baking plant, the regional consumer services center, printing establishment. Industrial
enterprises had been located in villages Vedeno, Tsa-Vedeno, Makhketi, Elistanzhi. Their
restoration is the priority task in the district’s development. Due to the geographical
location and number of historical, cultural, architectural and religious monuments of
Vedensky district, tourism and sports are also among the priority directions of the social
and economic development of the region.

The natural resources
The territory of Vedensky district is crossed by such rivers as Khulkhau, Yassi, Akhki-Chu,
Gums, Belka and Bass. Mountain masses of the district are covered with alpine grasslands,
valuable breeds of wood, medicinal and technical raw and wild fruits and berries.

Places of interest
Argunsky Historical, Architectural and Natural Museum and Reserve is located in the
territory of the district. The objects of cultural heritage of regional and federal importance
are represented by historical monuments located within the precincts of district’s inhabited
localities — the Khoysky architectural complex, the Khoysky sepulcher, the stone carved
cross (the Khoy village), the Tchemoysky wood tower (the Elistanzhi village), the Khoysky
combat tower (the Khoy village), the Makazhoysky mosque (the Kazenoy-Am lake, t
the Makazhoy village the village of Makazhoy), the Khidoysky settlement (the Khidoy
village), the mortuary in the village of Borzoy, the Sadoysky tower complex (the village of
Sadoy), the Kharachoysky combat tower, the “Maiden braid’ spring in Kharachoy village,
the first and the second Kharachoy grave fields and many other architectural and historical
monuments. The highland lake Kezenoyam is the largest and the deepest lake (1870
meters above the sea level; the average depth is 72 meters; the area totals 2 square
kilometers). As early as 1871, tsar Alexander II had visited these places when he came to
admire the Caucasus.

GROZNENSKY MUNICIPAL DISTRICT

The territory and the population
Groznensky municipal district is situated in the central part of the Chechen Republic.
It verges on Naursky and Nadterechny districts in the north, on Gudermessky district
in the east, on Shalinsky district and the urban district of Argun in the southeast,
and on Urus-Martanovsky district in the southwest. In the west the border passes
through Sunzhensky district and in the south — between Shatoysky district and the
urban district — the city of Grozny. The district’s area is 148,043 hectares. The center
of Groznensky district is located in Grozny (practically the whole territory is situated in
zone of the 40-minute transport access to the capital of the republic). Groznensky district
includes 25 municipal formations — rural settlements. There are 39 inhabited localities.
The district’s population amounts to 131,454 residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
The district has especial economic and geographic status in the territory of the
Chechen Republic. The district center is the city of Grozny, the republican capital
where the main industrial facilities are concentrated. The district’s territory is reach
in minerals, in particular in oil and gas. The principal gas- and oilfields are located on
the Tersky range (in Soviet time almost 4 million tons oil per year had been produced
there). To date, the economy of the district had formed the industrial and agrarian
type subjected to the influence of such major economic center as Grozny. Small-scale
business enterprises also play the important part in development of the economic basis
of the district. The geographical description is favorable for agriculture and livestock
sector. The total area of agricultural lands amounts 117900.1 hectares (the sown
area — 80,421 hectares, the area of grasslands and hayfields — 35,698 hectares). There
are 12 operating state farms and 443 collective farms in the Groznensky district. There
are 21,300 head of cattle and 13,300 head of sheep in all types of farms. There also
198 enterprises of small business (limited liability companies, joint-stock companies
and closed joint-stock companies).

The natural resources
According to legacy rating, the considerable part of republican hydrocarbon raw
materials are located in the territory of Groznensky municipal district. During more
than century-long history of gas and oil research over 30 deposits containing about
100 gas and oil pools ranged from several hundred meters to 5-6 kilometers in depth
had been discovered.
Now 21 building materials deposits have been explored in the territory of the district.
16 of deposits contain approved reserves, another 5 — unapproved reserves (clay and
limestone — for cement raw, freestone, brick earth and limestone — for lime, gravel-
sand blend, building and silicate sand).

Places of interest
There are 11 objects of cultural heritage, among them — 3 objects of federal
importance (archaeological monuments: the ancient settlement “Yermolovskoe”,
the middle of the Ist millennium B.C. and the settlement “Petropavlovskoe”, the
Dark Ages) and 18 objects of regional importance (historical monuments). SPA and
sanatorium complex of hot mineral bathes functions in the Goryachneistochnenskaya
village settlement (members of the tsar family and also prominent Russian writers
and poets, including Lev Tolstoy and Mikhail Lermontov had received treatment
there at tsarist time). The Tolstoy-Yurt village settlement was named alter Lev
Tolstoy who had lived in these parts at one time. The Starye Atagi village is the
birthplace of world famous folk dance performer, the People’s Artist of USSR and
Russia, the Hero of Socialist Labour Makhmud A. Esambayev.

The territory and the population
Gudermessky municipal district is situated in the central part of the Chechen
Republic. It verges on the Republic of Dagestan in the east, on Nozhay-Yurtovsky
district in the southeast, on Kurchaloevsky district in the south, on Shalinsky
district in the west and the southwest, on Shelkovskoy district in the north, and on
Groznensky district in the northwest. The district’s area is 70.9 thousand hectares.
The administrative center of the district is the city of Gudermes located 40 kilometers
away from the capital of the republic, the city of Grozny. Gudermessky district
includes 22 municipal formations, including 21 rural settlements and one urban
settlement. There are 22 inhabited localities. The district’s population amounts to
147,850 residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
Before 1991, the economy of the district had been characterized by diversified manufacture
structure (industry, construction, transport, agriculture, trading;-agricultural products
processing, etc.). The district had been one of the most developed industrial and agrarian
sectors of the Chechen Republic. The Gudermes railway junction had been the largest
railway enterprise in the North Caucasus. To date, the industrial and agrarian type
of economy has been established in the Gudermessky district. There is large railway
junction of 4 directions (Astrakhan, Baku, Mozdok, Grozny) in the district. The main
operating enterprises are: Aisberg LLC., the canning factory of Tsentoroevsky agricultural
complex, Tabakprom LLC., Asfalt-3 LLC., Gudermessky bread-baking plant, State Unitary
Enterprise “Brickyard”, Brickyard LLC. in Gudermes, winery in the Nizhni Noybera village,
Chechen-plast LLC. Medical instruments manufacture “Medinstrument”, mechanical
plant “Shtamp”12 state farms and 60 collective farms are being restored. The agricultural
holdings amount 44,600 hectares, including 66 % of arable lands and 27 % of grasslands.
There are 25,100 head of cattle and 11,700 head of sheep in all types of farms.

The natural resources
The territory of the district is crossed by three rivers. Gudermessky district is
situated in the area of hydrocarbon raw materials’ distribution. To date, 4 building
materials deposits have been explored in the territory of the district, including 3
deposits of approved reserves and 1 deposit of unapproved reserves (brick and tile
raw, freestone, clays). There are many mineral and thermal springs in the districts
territory, so there are all of the necessary prerequisites for the large development of
sanatorium and SPA construction.

Places of interest
12 objects of cultural heritage of regional importance (historical monuments) are
located in the territory of Gudermessky district. The Dadi-Yurt village situated on
the right bank of Terek (beside the Hangish-Yurt village) was burnt to ashes during
the Caucasian War. The heroic resistance of residents of Dadi-Yurt, especially the
fearless women was glorified in songs and legends. In September 2010, their glory
was immortalized by the monument erected where the burned village had been
located.

The development prospects
Development of agriculture, industry, residential construction and using of recreational
resources of the district are the chief goals for the future. Favorable natural conditions
and resources and what is more, availability of large traffic and logistic center enhance
economic and investment attraction of the territory.

[tum-Kalinsky municipal district is situated in the southern part of the Chechen
Republic. It verges on Achkhoy-Martanovsky district in the north, on Shatoysky
district in the northeast, on Sharoysky district in the east, on the Republic of Georgia
in the south, and on the republic of Ingushetia in the west. The district’s area is
127,700 hectares. The administrative center of the district is the Itum-Kale rural
locality located 78 kilometers away from the capital of the republic, the city of
Grozny. Itum-Kalinsky district includes 13 municipal formations (rural settlements).
Rural settlements include 31 inhabited localities. The district’s population amounts
to 6,621 residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
The territory of Itum-Kalinsky district has strongly pronounced agricultural bias
in its economy. Agricultural manufacture had always been the basis of district’s
economy. The population had generally been busy with farming, cattle-breeding,
vegetable growing and gardening. The agricultural lands number 48,172 hectares
(arable lands — 1,668 hectares, grasslands and hayfields — 46,469 hectares). 196
small and medium-size enterprises operate in the district. There are 4,100 head of
cattle and 4,380 head of sheep in all types of farms.

The natural resources
The recreational potential of Itum-Kalinsky district is conditional, first of all, on its
advantageous geographical position, favorable climate condition and the presence of
unique natural components. Mountain masses of the district are covered with alpine
grasslands, valuable breeds of wood (beech, alder, ash, oak and others), medicinal
and technical raw and wild fruits and berries. There are many rivers and springs
(including mineral water springs) in the territory of the district.

Places of interest
The Argunsky canyon includes majestic gorges, historical and archaeological tower
complexes and the State Wildlife Preserve with flora and fauna which have been
included to the Red Data Book of the Russian Federation. A lot of purest springs, clear
air, small lakes located 1800 meters above sea level, and unique natural landscapes
are present. The Pkhako tower complex (the 15th-16th centuries) situated in Itum-
Kale village has been restored.

The development prospects
The development of the agricultural complex and tourist and recreation potential
is the chiel goal for the future. The special tourist and recreational economic zone
was created in district’s territory. The tourist resources of Itum-Kalinsky district are
represented by all types — natural, cultural, historical, social and economic.

KURCHALOYEVSKY MUNICIPAL DISTRICT

The territory and the population
Kurchaloyevsky municipal district is located in bajada zone in the southeast of the
Chechen Republic. It verges on Nozhay-Yurtovsky district in the east, Vedensky
district in the south, Shalinsky district in the west, and Gudermessky district in the
north. The district’s area is 41 thousand hectares. The administrative center of the
district is the rural locality Kurchaloy situated 42 kilometers away from the capital
of the republic, the city of Grozny. Kurchaloyevsky district includes 13 municipal
formations — rural settlements. There are 20 inhabited localities. The district’s
population averages amounts to 129,467 residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
Kurchaloyevsky district is characterized by established agrarian and industrial type
of economy; the rural economy and all branches of agricultural sector are of great
importance. The agricultural grounds number 17,521 hectares (arable lands —
11069.5 hectares, 63.2 %, grasslands and hayfields = 5973.5 hectares, 34.1%).
There are 5 state farms and 77 collective farms. Livestock sector and poultry farming
are gradually developing. There are currently 15,300 head of cattle and 5,600 head
of sheep and goats in all types of farms. The industrial sector includes State Unitary
Enterprise “Kurchaloy bread-baking plant” (capacity — 15 tons of baked goods per
twenty-four hours). The poultry farm (21,500 laying hens, 8 employees) in Dotsi-
Yurt village came into operation on September 1, 2015. 4,440,820 eggs at a cost of
12,846,520 rubles were produced in the first six months of 2018. Energy-saving bulbs
manufacture works in Kurchaloy village. It is planned to create 200 workplaces and
start operating at full capacity (2,000 bulbs per 24 hours) till 2019; for now there are
only 6 employees and some experimental batches of 11 various bulbs.

The natural resources
Small part of the territory of Kurchaloyevsky district is situated in the area of
hydrocarbon raw materials’ distribution. Deposits are concentrated in the
neighborhood of villages Bachi-Yurt, Tsentoroy and Alleroy (in the northeastern
part). Building materials deposits aren’t explored. Lands, woods and springs (the
territory of the district is crossed by many rivers) are the main resources of the area.

Places of interest
Sepulchral monuments and remains of fortresses’ foundations are located in the
district’s territory. There are also stone crypts of Chechen Islamic preachers. I

The development prospects
The development of basic branches of economy — agriculture and industry — is
the chief goal for the future. Natural, climatic and economic conditions provide
complete supplying population of the district with agricultural products (grain,
vegetables, fruits, berries, livestock products of meat and dairy sector). The
development of building materials manufacture is also rather promising.

NADTERECHNY MUNICIPAL DISTRICT

The territory and the population
Nadterechny municipal district is situated in the northwest outskirts of the Chechen
Republic. It verges on Stavropol Krai and Naursky district of the Chechen republic in
the north, on Groznensky district in the east and in the south, on the Republic of North
Ossetia-Alania and the Republic of Ingushetia in the southeast. The district’s area is
88.3 thousand hectares. The administrative center of the district is the rural locality
Znamenskoye situated 80 kilometers away from the capital of the republic, the city of
Grozny. Nadterechny district includes 12 municipal formations — rural settlements.
There are 14 inhabited localities in rural settlements. The district’s population amounts
to 63,334 residents (as of June 1, 2018). The ethnic complement includes Chechens
(95.5%), Russians, Ingushes, Kumyks, Nogays, Avars and other peoples.

The economic specialization
The district is characterized by established agrarian and industrial type of economy;
the rural economy and all branches of agricultural sector are of great importance.
The main sectors of economic activity are:
— the primary sector (the agriculture and the extractive industry);
— the secondary sector (the manufacturing industry, the construction and the energy
sector).
Rural economy is the important area of district’s economic activity and the basis of the
agricultural sector. The area of agricultural grounds amounts 75,200 hectares (arable
lands — 35,800 hectares, grasslands and hayfields — 39,460 hectares).
Priterechnoye Incubatory Poultry Station, Nadterechnaya State Seed-trial Station,
printing works 8 state farms and 326 collective farms, an agricultural production
cooperative, and 1,224 small enterprises function in the district (as of January 1, 2018).

The natural resources
The Terek River is the main river artery of the district. The Nadterechny arterial
canal meant for water conservation and field irrigation in summer passes across the
district’s territory from the west to the east. Nadterechny district is partially located
in the zone of prevalence of the hydrocarbon raw. Deposits of building materials —
brick clays and building sands — have been explored in the territory of the district.

Places of interest
8 objects of cultural heritage of regional importance (historical monuments) are
located in the territory of the district. There are mineral and salubrious springs of
“chalybeate water” in the district: the Dokha shovda — “Big spring”, the Achgan
Hi — “Iron water”, Zhima shovda — “Little spring”. On the right bank of the Terek
(the southeast side of the village Nadterechnoye) there is picturesque oak grove (the
sacred place and the monument of the Islamic culture) and museum of the Chechen
poet Arby Mamakayev in Nadterechnoye village.

The development prospects:
— the first-priority development of manufactures using local natural and labor sources
(the agricultural sector, the petroleum industry, the building trade, the food industry,
the light industry);
— optimization of farming industry structure, development of agricultural organizations
and farms;
— restoration of auxiliary branches servicing an agriculture (renewal of machine and
tractor stations, irrigation network, blanking companies, enterprises storing, keeping
and processing an agricultural production, etc.).

It verges on the Republic of Dagestan in the north, on Shelkovskoy district in
the east, on Groznensky district in the south, on Stavropol Krai in the west, and
on Nadterechny district in the southwest. The district’s area is 220.5 thousand
hectares. The administrative center of the district is the rural locality (stanitsa)
Naurskaya located 100 kilometers away from the capital of the republic, the city
of Grozny. Naursky district includes 14 municipal formations — rural settlements.
There are 29 inhabited localities in rural settlements. The district’s population
amounts to 58,447 residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
The district is characterized. by established agrarian and industrial type of
economy; the rural economy and all branches of agricultural sector are of
great importance. Before 1991, the economy of the district had been based on
industry, construction, transport, agriculture, trading and agricultural products
processing.
The agricultural grounds amount 169,100 hectares, including 48,400 hectares of
arable lands, 119,400 hectares of grasslands and hayfields. 15 agricultural
enterprises (state unitary enterprises), 229 collective farms, 32 agroindustrial
cooperative, 3 agricultural limited liability companies and over 11,500 personal
subsidiary husbandries operate in the district. There are 30,300 head of cattle
and 72,400 head of sheep and goats in all types of farms. Industrial sector of the
district is represented by small enterprises, including PVC doors and windows
workshop and paving slabs manufacture.

The natural resources
Though mineral and thermal waters prevail on the districts territory, they are
practically not used. So there are all of the necessary prerequisites for the large
development of sanatorium and SPA construction. There are deposits of non-
metalliferous minerals (reserves of brick and tile raw).

Places of interest
5 objects of cultural heritage of federal importance and 26 objects of regional
importance (historical and architectural monuments, relics of the past, barrow
sepulchers, etc.) are located in the territory of Naursky district.

The development prospects
Prospects for the development of Naursky district’s economic system are
depending on a whole number of its peculiarity, including:
— favorable transport and logistics situation;
— provision of some manufactures with their own kinds of raw (the food
industry);
— comparative high-capacity domestic market for product selling.
The agriculture belongs to traditional and essential branches of the district
economic complex. Its rehabilitation with the next dynamic development is the
chief goal of the agrarian sector of the district for the estimated future.
The food industry, the processing industry and the light industry having favorable
prerequisites for the advanced increasing and rather high multiplicative effect
could be the main industrial fields in the future.

NOZHAY-YURTOVSKY MUNICIPAL DISTRICT

The territory and the population
Nozhay-Yurtovsky municipal district is located in pediment and mountainous
areas in the southeast of the Chechen Republic. It verges on Kurchaloyevsky
district in the northwest, on Gudermessky district in the north, on Vedensky
district in the west, on the Republic of Dagestan in the east and in the south. The
district’s area is 62,900 hectares. The administrative center of the district is the
Nozhay-Yurt rural locality located 100 kilometers away from the capital of the
republic, the city of Grozny and 60 kilometers away from nearest railway station
Gudermes. Nozhay-Yurtovsky district includes 22 municipal formations — rural
settlements. There are 53 inhabited localities in rural settlements. The district’s
population amounts to 59,627 residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
The district economy is traditionally based on agriculture. The agricultural
holdings numbers 26,200 hectares (grasslands amount to 18,480 hectares, arable
lands — 6,960 hectares). Manufacture of agricultural products is realized by 8
state farm and 30 collective farms. Farming is the main area. Farmers grow
winter cereal crops, maize, fodder crops; small areas are set aside for vegetable
crops. There are 19,600 head of cattle and 4,500 head of sheep in all types of
farms. 597 small and medium-size enterprises operate in the district. The asphalt
factory and the brickyard are the major industrial enterprises.

The natural resources
Small part of the territory of Nozhay-Yurtovsky district is situated in the area
of hydrocarbon raw materials’ distribution. Deposits are concentrated in the
neighborhood of Mesketa village (in the northern part). There are also building
materials deposits in the territory of the district — the brick earth deposit, the
stone pit and gravel pits in plains of rivers Aksai and Yamansu.

Places of interest
There are 2 objects of cultural heritage of regional importance in the territory of
Nozhay-Yurtovsky district (historical monuments). Sepulchres with Sarmatian
arms and utensils were discovered in the neighborhood of Galayti and Balansu
villages.

The development prospects
Natural, climatic and economic conditions provide complete supplying population
of the district with agricultural products (grain, vegetables, fruits, berries,
livestock products of meat and dairy sector). The district is reach in valuable
breeds of wood, wild fruits and berries, salubrious springs. The presence of
unused lands makes it possible to organize herd horse breeding in farms. There
are many natural ponds in the district that could be used for fish breeding.
Salubrious springs located in the neighborhood of villages Simsir and Batarki are
suitable for construction of small profile clinics.

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SUNZHENSKY MUNICIPAL DISTRICT

The territory and the population
Sunzhensky municipal district is situated in the western part of the Chechen
Republic. It verges on Nadterechny district in the north, on Groznensky district
in the northeast, on Achkhoy-Martanovsky district in the south and in the east,
and on the Republic of Ingushetia in the west. The district’s area is 44,180
hectares. The administrative center of the district is located 60 kilometers away
from the capital of the republic, the city of Grozny. Sunzhensky district includes
2 municipal formations — rural settlements. There are 2 inhabited localities in
rural settlements. The population of the district amounts to 22,987 residents (as
of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
Agricultural manufacture had.always been the basis of district’s economy. The
population had generally been busy with farming, cattle-breeding, vegetable
growing and gardening. The agro-industrial grounds include 21;700 hectares (arable
lands — 16,194 hectares, grasslands and hayfields — 5,465 hectares). Agricultural
products are manufactured by 4 state farms, 1 experimental production farm, 74
collective farms, 38 agricultural production, 284 small and medium-size enterprises.
There are 3,400 head of cattle and 800 head of sheep in all types of farms. The
Sernovodskaya mineral water that was awarded by golden medal on international
exposition in Moscow (600 companies had been represented there) is the business
card of the district.
The factory is located in the territory of the Sernovodsk-Kavkazsky Resort. It
produces medicinal mineral water and a broad spectrum of soft drinks. The
construction of medical ward with a capacity of 250 patients proceeds.

The natural resources
Two rivers — the Sunzha and the Assa — flow through the territory of Sunzhensky
district. There are deposits of spring and mineral water. Approved operational
resources amount 0.513 cubic meters per twenty-four hours. Spring’s waters are
used for the medicinal and health-improving purposes; their mineralization numbers
3.4-10.5 grams per cubic decimeter. The deposit is exploited.

Places of interest
The Sernovodsk-Kavkazsky health resort. There are also 6 objects of cultural
heritage (historical monuments) in the territory of Sunzhensky district.

The development prospects
The development of agriculture is the chiel goal for the future. The existing
springs of mineral water could promote the development of sanatorium and SPA
base of the district.

Urus-Martanovsky municipal district is situated in the central part of the Chechen
Republic. It verges on lands of the city of Grozny and Groznensky district in the
north and in the northeast, on Shatoysky district in the south and on Achkhoy-
Martanovsky district in the southwest and in the northwest. The district’s area is
64,900 hectares. The administrative center of the district is the city of Urus-Martan
located 33 kilometers away from the capital of the republic, the city of Grozny. Urus-
Martanovsky district includes one urban settlement and 11 municipal formations —
rural settlements. There are 13 inhabited localities in rural settlements. The district’s
population amounts to 143,144 residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
Urus-Martanovsky district is characterized by agrarian and industrial type of
economy; the rural economy and all branches of agricultural sector are of great
importance. There are 5 state farms, 1 poultry farm, 1 state classifying plot,
32 collective farms, 21 agricultural production cooperatives, 12 agricultural
limited liability companies, an asphalt mixing plant and a printer. Plant growing,
vegetable growing, fruit growing and cattle-breeding had been the main branches
of agricultural manufacture in recent times. The agricultural grounds of the
district amount 26,500 hectares (arable lands — 19,900 hectares, grasslands and
hayfields — 7,860 hectares). There are 14,700 head of cattle and 5,100 head of
small cattle in all types of farms.

The natural resources
3 building materials deposits have been explored in the territory of the district
(sandstone, clay raw, gravel). There is the Goitinsky deposit of thermal water
(the operational resources amount 1.15 cubic meters per twenty-four hours).
Water resources include such rivers as Martan, Gekhi, Shalazhi, Tangi, Roshnya,
Goy, Engel; there are also artificial reservoir (storage ponds) and canals. Beram-
Khaara (the Salt spring) is the hydrologic natural monument.

Places of interest
There are 4 objects of cultural heritage of regional importance (historical
monuments) in the territory of Urus-Martanovsky district. The main attraction is
the Dondi-Yurt Historical Museum in the open air. The ethnographic museum was
built in 2000 by Honoured Culture Worker of the Chechen Republic A. Satuev in
his own yard. Large quantity of everyday life objects of the Chechens’ ancestors is
exhibited in the museum. The whole complex of buildings and premises (dwelling
and combat towers and sepulchers) reconstitutes the picture of the ancient aul.

The development prospects
The chief goal is attraction of investments to the core branches of the district
economy, first of all, into building materials manufacture, the light industry,
agricultural complex. The existing recreational resources make it possible to
organize more available types of recreation and thereby, to get the high-quality
tourist product with variety of offered services. Upper riches of rivers are
attractive for organization of various types of rest.

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SHALINSKY MUNICIPAL DISTRICT

The territory and the population
Shalinsky municipal district is located in the central part of the Chechen Republic.
It verges on Gudermessky district in the north, on Kurchaloevsky district in the
east, on Groznensky district in the west, on Shatoysky and Vedensky districts in
the south. The district’s area is 63,702 thousand hectares. The administrative center
of the district is Shali situated 37 kilometers away from the capital of the republic,
the city of Grozny. Shalinsky district includes 10 municipal formations, among them
9 rural settlements and one urban settlement. The district’s population amounts to
132,175 residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
Industry and construction industry are the main fields of economy of the Shalinsky
district. Agricultural sector is represented by 5 state farms, Severo-Kavkazskaya
Battery farm, training center and collective farms. The agricultural grounds area
is 29,900 hectares (arable lands amount to 22,100 hectares, grasslands and
hayfields — 7,060 hectares). There are 15,100 head of cattle and 5,500 head
of sheep in all types of farms. There are large building materials deposits in the
district, among them clay deposit in Duba-Yurt, and Chernogorsky lime deposit
which mineral and raw base has allowed to restore one of the major republican
construction enterprises — the cement works of Chiri-Yurt. The industrial sector
of the district is also represented by a plant, mechanized agriculture, decorative
ceramics factory, brickyard, State Unitary Subsidiary Enterprise “Asphalt-2”, the
Shali branch of State Unitary Enterprise “Chechenavtotrans”, Chechengas OJSC,
a post office, State Veterinary Center (veterinary), public utility services.

The natural resources
The territory occupied by Shalinsky district is notable for variety of reliefs
and soils. Its subsoil is rich in oil and large deposits of building material. 12
building materials deposits have been currently explored (including 10 deposits
of approved reserves and 2 deposits of unapproved reserves). Clay is used for
manufacturing of cement raw, brick earth and limestone — for manufacturing of
lime, gravel-sand blend and expanded clay aggregate. Deposits are mainly located
in immediate proximity to industrial centers. Oil pools accounts for 10 % of the
republican resources. The woodland territory numbers 23,344 hectares (beech —
54 %, hornbeam — 25 %, deciduous linden — 5 %, alder — 3 %, oak — 2 %,
aspen — 2 %, Circassia walnut — 2 %, acacia — 1 %, ash — 1 %, maple = 1 %
and others).

Places of interest
There are three prominent historical and cultural monuments — the central Elakh-
mulla mosque in Novie-Atagi village (built in 1912), Ziart Bamat-Girey-Khaji in
Avturi village and ethnographic open-air museum “Ilupa xlorap”.

The development prospects
The agriculture is rated among traditional and fundamental areas of economy of
the district, thereby its restoration and the next development are considered to be
foreground task. The building materials manufacture, the food industry, the light
industry, the processing industry and the majority of service sector are the main
economic sectors fitting for restoration and development of the district.

SHAROYSKY MUNICIPAL DISTRICT

The territory and the population
Sharoysky municipal district is situated in the southern part of the Chechen Republic.
It verges on Itum-Kalinsky district in the northwest, on Shatoysky and Vedensky
districts in the north, on the Republic of Dagestan in the east, on the Republic of
Georgia in the south. The district’s area is 58,00 hectares. The administrative center
of the district is the rural locality of Himoy located 120 kilometers away from the
capital of the republic, the city of Grozny. Sharoysky district includes 11 municipal
formations — rural settlements. The district’s population amounts to 3,203 residents
(as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
Agricultural manufacture had always been the basis of district’s economy. The
population had generally been busy with farming, cattle-breeding, vegetable
growing and gardening. The agricultural grounds number 34.8 thousand hectares
(grasslands — 94.3 %, hayfields = 5.6 %). Before the known events yaks had been
bred there (up to 3 thousand head). They had pastured on the southern slopes of
mountains the whole year round and hadn’t need forage in the winter. The Alpiysky
State Farm functions in the district. There are 4,000 head of cattle and 2,200 head
of small cattle in all types of farms.

The natural resources
Sharo-Argun, Kenkhi-Akhk, Belaya and Khimoy-Akhk are the largest rivers flowing
through the district’s territory. Mountain masses of the district are covered with
alpine grasslands, valuable breeds of wood (beech, alder, ash, oak and others),
medicinal and technical raw and wild fruits and berries. There are many rivers and
springs (including mineral water springs) in the territory of the district.

Places of interest
The Argunsky canyon includes rocky gorges, rapid rivers and waterfalls, picturesque
lakes and dense woods. There are also archaeological monuments (sepulchers and
settlements date from the 5th-15th centuries), architectural monuments (complexes
of combat and dwelling towers and medieval stone structures, the 14th-16th
centuries) and historical monuments in the district.

The development prospects
The development of agricultural complex (plant growing — potato, carrot, kidney
bean, wild products of alpine meadows), animal husbandry (yak breeding, herd
horse breeding and apiculture) and tourist and recreation potential is the main
purpose in perspective. The unique natural conditions make it possible to create
the sanatorium and SPA base promoting the economical rise not only in the
district, but in the whole republic as well.

SHATOYSKY MUNICIPAL DISTRICT

The territory and the population
Shatoysky municipal district is located in southern part of the Chechen Republic.
It verges on Groznensky district in the north, on Vedensky and Shalinsky districts
in the northeast, on Sharoysky district in the west, on Itum-Kalinsky district in the
south, on Achkhoy-Martanovsky district in the west, and on Urus-Martanovsky
district in the northwest. The district’s area is 82,400 hectares. The administrative
center of the district is the rural locality Shatoy located 56 kilometers away from the
capital of the republic, the city of Grozny. Shatoysky district includes 15 municipal
formations — rural settlements. There are 31 inhabited localities in rural settlements.
The district’s population averages amounts to 19,549 residents (as of June 1, 2018).

The economic specialization
Shatoysky district is the area of animal husbandry and gardening. Small areas are set
aside for cereal crops. Rivers Sharo-Argun and Chanti-Argun and their tributaries are
fit for organization of fish farms. The agricultural grounds number 29,500 hectares
(arable lands — 2,040 hectares, grasslands and hayfields — 23,800 hectares). State
Unitary Enterprise “Druzhba Agricultural Combine” functions in the territory of the
district. It includes 4 former state farms: Leninsky Put, Kirov State Farm, Novaya
Zhizn, a bread-baking complex subordinated to the Ministry of Agriculture, 4 collective
farms and a knitwear and garment factory. There are 4,200 head of cattle and 2,500
head of a small cattle in all types of farms..

The natural resources
The balneal spring located in Zoni village hasn’t analogues in the entire post-Soviet
territory. In 2009, the hydropathic establishment was built here. There are deposits
of cement stone, freestone, clay, construction sand, gravel-sand material, lime in the
district’s territory. Woods of Shatoysky district are rated among the 1st category;
the oriental beeches and oaks prevail over other breeds (the total area — 52,898
hectares). The construction of small hydro power stations is possible on Sharo-Argun
River (Zoni, Nikhaloy, Ulus-Kert villages).

Places of interest
Shatoysky district is situated in the Argunsky canyon. It is the land of marvelous
beauty with rocky mountain gorges, rapid rivers and waterfalls, picturesque lakes and
dense forests. The Argunsky State Historical, Archaeological and Natural Museum
and Park of federal importance is located between river basins of Chanti-Argun and
Sharo-Argun and envelopes territories of Shatoysky, Sharoysky and Itum-Kalinsky
districts (the total area numbers 100,500 thousand hectares, including 49,000
hectares of woods, 45,000 hectares of alpine and subalpine meadows, 6,500 hectares
of stone screes and glaciers). Natural conditions of wildlife preserve, the richness of
its animal and vegetable kingdoms are unique. There are historical and archaeological
monuments in the district: dwelling constructions and tower fortifications (the 14th-
16th centuries), the Shatoy fortress (1855-1858, the part of the wall and fragments
of gate’s arch have remained) and other.

The development prospects
The development of the agricultural complex and tourist and recreation potential
is the chiel goal for the future. The tourist resources of Shatoysky district are
represented by all types — natural, cultural, historical, social and economic.
